CCMC: minutes of meeting 25.4.2023: matters arising:

i) SPC/CCMC agreement:
CCMC: Refusal to be a committee of the Parish Council unless it can retain its own bank account. CCMC held an extraordinary meeting on the 17th May. An extract is shown below:
This meeting was called because  Chair and Vice Chair/Treasurer have both decided not to stand again for re-election to the Management Committee and intend to leave the Committee altogether.  LY will also not be standing for re-election.

This has not been an easy decision for both.  The Committee has diminished a lot over the last few years and more and more tasks have been put on both, involving a lot of time in a voluntary basis.  In addition, the Committee is at risk from not having a formal agreement/relationship with the Parish Council, and despite numerous attempts to get this in place, it has failed to happen and looks as though the only way it can be achieved is by imposing restrictions on the Committee Officers which would be unworkable.  

Richard Boxall advised that the committee will be formally disbanded on the 13th June. The Chairman and Vice-Chairman will continue to administer the CCMC until the 21st July, which is the start of the school summer holiday. 

Following extensive discussion, SPC agreed to form an interim committee to ensure management is transferred to it, to ensure the building continues to provide the facilities which are well used by local organisations, groups, and residents. Once this is achieved, the long- term future will be considered.

PROPOSAL: That Standon Parish Council herewith agrees to form an Interim Community Centre Committee (ICCC) to a smooth transition of operations from the Community Centre Management Committee. Former Cllr Richard Boxall will be Chairman of the ICCC and act as liaison in the first instance. Cllrs Cracknell, Francesco Luca and Wren, with Cllr Chris Leage as support, will be members of ICCC. PROPOSED: Cllr Leage, seconded Cllr F Luca. AGREED AND RESOLVED UNANIMOUSLY.
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Meetings will be arranged to discuss options going forward, and documents will be requested to ensure contracts and utility services are transferred to SPC as a priority.

d. Audit: 

1) Internal Audit report: Additional Comment:
I am writing further to my report following the internal audit of Standon Parish Council.  Although this supplementary letter does not form part of my report, you may wish to share it with members and I strongly recommend that you consider the contents carefully.

In my response to Statement O, which relates to trust funds, I commented on the considerable ambiguity surrounding the management/ownership of the recreation ground/community centre.  Based on the value declared in the asset register, the recreation ground and the buildings/equipment thereon are the most valuable community asset and it appears, from the information provided by the Clerk, that these assets are neither fully under the control of the Council acting in its own right, nor fully under the control of the Council acting as trustee of the recreation Ground charity, nor fully under the control of a properly constituted and appointed management organisation.  I believe this ambiguity/lack of clear control puts the Council at serious risk.
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When responding to Statement O, I considered entering a 'no' conclusion on this basis, but felt that this would be unduly harsh to do so and that it was more appropriate to flag the issue and encourage the Council to take steps to resolve it.  I also considered whether to enter a comment and a 'no' response under sections C and H, but again felt that this would be unduly harsh and that it was more appropriate to flag the issue and encourage the Council to take steps to resolve it.  However it is not clear to me that this approach would be justified in relation to 2023_24 if steps have not been taken to address the risks identified.

I would strongly urge the Council to take determined action to ensure that lines of control are clear and consistent with asset ownership and that any necessary management agreements/licences to site equipment are in place.  This will protect the Council and others should any dispute arise or if anything untoward happens, for example fire or theft. 

I trust that this is helpful in your deliberations.
StandonParish Council has taken this statement from the Internal Auditor very seriously and is actively working to resolve the issues flagged.
